COMMENTS
The Low Growns opened to good demand with teas selling at firm levels, but this trend was not maintained throughout with interest weakening for teas on offer towards the latter part of the sale.  Buyers for the Middle East and Russia were observed to be more selective in their purchases, particularly towards the close, which resulted in the closing levels being lower that at the commencement.
Prices for Ex Estate teas were disappointing from the point of view of the sellers as prices were Rs.10/- and more lower despite the lower volumes that will be on offer during the forthcoming sales.  However, there was a revival of interest for Western BOP/BOPF during the sale of the final catalogue with prices once again bouncing back to previous auction levels.  There was good interest from the UK, Russia, Japan and Hong Kong.
