COMMENTS
Colombo Auction demand was not seriously affected as feared by some quarters in the trade, in view of the current volatile situation in some of the Middle Eastern countries.
The escalating unrest in Libya was believed to impact on Low Grown OPA’s in particular, but contrary to expectations, this grade sold at fully firm to dearer prices levels amidst both Middle East and CIS enquiry. Demand from Iran however, was selective and the prices for Tippy descriptions were consequently lower.

Ex-estate teas generally received fair demand at lower levels with buyers closely following quality. Russia was more selective, whilst the tea bag sector continued active. There was fair interest from the UK and Japan.
