COMMENTS
A total of approximately 7MKGS came under the hammer this week, of which approximately 1 MKGS accounted for Ex Estate offerings. The leaf appearance of Low Growns remained unchanged, whilst in the Ex Estate category there was an improved selection of teas form the Uva District which possessed seasonal character.  All others remained unchanged.
In the Low Grown catalogues well made leafy varieties met with good demand, whilst others tended irregularly lower. There was widespread demand from the shippers to the Middle East and CIS countries.  Small leaf bright tippy varieties continued to sell well at attractive price levels whilst the balance was irregularly lower.  Iran continued to be the main stay of the market. 
At the Ex Estate sale, an irregular trend was witnessed an overall owing to the irregular quality of Westerns on offer.  However in the below best and plainer categories prices maintained on last levels.  A selection of Uvas on offer made substantial gains on account of special airmail inquiry.   The majority of CTC teas on offer met with fair demand and was disposed of at last week’s levels.  Demand from the UK buyer continued to be subdued whilst Japan, Hong Kong, China along with Russia continued to be active.

There was good but irregular demand for the 6.37MKGS on offer with prices closely following quality with   some teas remaining unsold (24.63%).
Brighter BP1’s met with less demand and eased USC 6-18 whilst Mediums were irregular with some teas being unsold.  Lower Mediums were discounted by USC3-10, Whilst plainer teas were a weak feature and lost  USC 2-13 with many remaining unsold. 

Brighter PF1’s were irregular whilst Mediums eased up to  USC 6. Lower Mediums saw less inquiry and eased by USC 14-22. Plainer descriptions were about firm to USC 24 below last prices with many teas receiving no bids. 
Brighter PD’s saw improved demand at firm to  USC 5 dearer whilst the Mediums were well competed for at firm to  USC 9.  Clean coloury Lower Mediums were fully firm but others were heavily discounted.

In the secondary catalogues well made BP’s were firm to dearer, but other lost value whilst PF’s were discounted.   Coloury clean well sorted FNGS were steady with similar Dust fully firm.  BMF’s saw better absorption at dearer levels.
Pakistan packers showed less support whilst Egyption packers were more active with additional interest from Sudan, Yemen, and other Middle Eastern countries.  Afgthanistan, Bazaar, Kazakhstan(CIS) Russia and UK were less active.  Iran was quiet whilst Somalia was more active the lower end of the market.
