At today’s auction, a total of approx 7 MKGS was on offer of which approx 1.2 MKGS comprised Ex-estate offerings. 
At the Low Grown sale, well made leafy varieties maintained last levels but at times were irregular. The balance too appreciated by Rs. 5-10/- on last levels. Shotty Pekoe’s too were dearer a feature at times gained on account of special inquiry. In the Small leaf category, a dearer trend was witnessed this week much a majority of these teas appreciating Rs. 5-10/- and more. Brighter tippy varieties too sold well on last levels and at times were dearer. 

In the High Grown category, a lower trend continued to be witnessed with the exception of a select range of teas in the best category which were a dearer feature on account of special air mail inquiry, all others lost Rs. 10-20/- and more. CTC descriptions too were lower a feature with Buyers being selective following an overall decline in quality.
In the Ex-estate category, shippers to Russia and CIS along with the buyers to the Far East continued to be active, while demand from Europe was irregular. Low Growns continued to be well supported by traditional Middle Eastern markets.

There was fair but irregular demand for the 8.56m/kgs (132,229 packages) on offer with many more teas remaining unsold (18.82%).
Brighter BP1s met less competition and shed USC 10-16 but a few improved lines were fully firm with Mediums a weak feature declining by up to USC 10.
Brighter PF1s were discounted by USC 10-16 while Mediums were irregular. Lower Mediums varied between firm to USC 10 dearer to easier by a similar margin. Plainer PF1s met better interest at USC 5 -16 easier.
Brighter PDUST1s were a weak feature at USC 6 -20 easier while Mediums shed USC 2-8. Plainer sorts ranged between firm to USC 14 dearer to easier by up to USC 16 with many lines remaining unsold.
In the Secondary Catalogues well made BPs appreciated but others were easier. Clean PFs gained while others were irregularly steady. BMFs were well absorbed.
Pakistan Packers lent strong support while Egyptian Packers and Sudan Showed more interest with Kazakhstan (CIS), Russia and Bazaar maintaining activity. Afghanistan, Yemen and other Middle Eastern countries showed less interest with UK less active and very selective. There was some enquiry from Iran. Somalia continued well.
