TEA MARKET REPORT

SALE NO.07- OF 14th /15th February, 2012
COMMENTS
A larger weight of 7.4 MKGS was on offer this week. Low Grown offerings saw fairly widespread demand with Pekoe descriptions generally gaining over last levels. Tippy teas also received better interest than in recent weeks, following more demand from the Middle Eastern Sector. OP/OPAs in the best category were irregular consequent to more selective demand from Russia and the CIS.
The Ex-Estate Market commenced at barely firm levels, but there was an improvement as the sale progressed, and CTC teas in particular were seen to appreciate more towards the close. Prices for the best quality Westerns followed quality with keen interest from buyers for the UK, Japan, Hong Kong and Russia.

Meanwhile the current Siberian Freeze is causing havoc in Russia and across Europe with some disruption caused to transport lines, and part of the region preparing for the lowest temperature in more than 60 years. The cold snap has so far claimed 43 lives in Ukraine, 26 in Poland, 13 in Romania and 5 in Bulgaria. Such a dramatic shift in the weather would naturally cause some disruption to the logistics connected to the transport of Tea in Russia, and some congestion has already been reported at Saint Petersburg and Odessa.

This week’s auction comprised of 12,540 lots with a total quantity of 7,412,921 kgs.

Good but most irregular demand prevailed for the 9059m/kgs (150,098 packages) on offer with more invoices remaining without bids (18.58%).
Brighter BP1s met improved competition gaining USC11-20 but a few teas shed up to USC3 while Mediums were well competed for at USC12-16 dearer but teas with poorer leaf were discounted. Lower Mediums were well absorbed at firm to USC30 above last prices.
Brighter PF1s about held value to USC5 easier while mediums were irregular ranging between firm rated to easier by USC2-10 with many teas remaining unsold. Lower Medium PF1s were well absorbed at fully firm to USC6 easier with Plainer sorts a weak feature and eased by USC10-16 with poorest types neglected.
Brighter PDUSTs saw less interest at USC2-10 easier while Mediums were irregular ranging between USC3 dearer to easier by USC6-10. Lower Mediums were irregular and varied between USC8 dearer to easier by a similar margin. Plainer types met improved enquiry at firm to USC8 dearer.
In the Secondary Catalogues BPs gained while PFs were firm to dearer. Clean well sorted coloury Fannings were irregularly dearer while similar Dusts were firm to dearer. 
Kazakhstan (CIS), Russia and Sudan lent strong support while Egyptian Packer, Yemen and other Middle Eastern Countries showed more activity but there was less interest from Pakistan Packers, Afghanistan and Bazaar. UK maintained activity but Iran was quieter. Somalia continued active at the lower end of the market.
