TEA MARKET REPORT

SALE NO.50- OF 20th/21st DECEMBER, 2011
COMMENTS
The year 2011 by no means can be described as a period where Tea prices were favorable to the producer sector.  Barring the first quarter when the prices for all categories were strong, the market kept declining for the balance part of the year in respect of teas from all three elevations. The year commenced with the total auction average for January at Rs. 394.29 which was Rs. 4.55 higher than the sale average recorded during the corresponding month last year. The position improved further in February when the monthly average of Rs. 393.67 reflected a gain of 3.5% over the average of February, 2010. March was perhaps the best month for prices with the monthly average being recorded as Rs. 394.37, but the decline in prices started from April and continued unabated up to the end of the year. The year-end average is expected to be at least Rs. 15/- below last year, which is seen as a significant loss to the producer sector that has been grappling with lower crops and increased costs in the manufacture of their teas.

The recession in the developed countries and the continuing violence and turmoil in parts of West Asia has had its toll on tea prices this year. It is now hoped that the release of Libyan funds frozen by Western Countries would pave the way for greater demand from this market for our Low Grown leafy grades, and OP / OPA types inparticular. Sustained demand from Russia was the mainstay of our market and the focus of our Tea Promotion Activities should be to further consolidate this vast and versatile market which prefers the Ceylon Character as opposed to teas of other origins. 

The drought period that prevailed from May through July also saw a rapid drop in crop harvests which together with the wage increase granted to the plantation workers, sent the COP’s to unprecedented heights. The greater majority of High and Medium elevation factories managed by RPC’s faced losses during this period whilst the impact on Low Grown factories handling smallholder crop was also quite considerable having had to pay for bought crop on a month to month declining average.

Sri Lanka has recorded a Tea Production of 31.2 Million Kgs for November, 2011, which is a surplus of 3.2 MKGS over the corresponding month last year. The year-to-date deficit which stood at -6.2 MKGS as at end October this year, has now narrowed down to 1.5 MKGS.

There was further improved demand for the 9.2 m/kgs (143,332 packages) on offer and most categories appreciated apart from BP1s with fewer teas remaining unsold (12.12%).
Brighter BP1s met less competition and shed by up to USC10 but a few improved lines were up to USC6 dearer while Mediums were irregular and ranged between USC18 easier to dearer by up to USC6. Lowe Mediums were a weak feature easing by USC3 – 10 with some lines neglected.
Brighter PF1s saw better absorption at firm to USC4 dearer but a few lines shed up to USC2 while Mediums were firm to USC5 dearer. Lower Mediums were irregular ranging between firm to USC11 dearer to easier by up to USC2.
Brighter PDUST1s met good interest gaining USC4 -12 but a few lines shed up to USC3 while Mediums saw improved enquiry appreciating by USC2-10.
In the Secondary Catalogues BPs were dearer apart from the best while PFs gained. Clean well sorted coloury Fannings met better interest and were dearer while similar Dusts appreciated. BMFs were well absorbed at dearer rates.
Egyptian Packers lent very strong support while Pakistan Packer, Bazaar and UK showed more interest and Sudan was very active. There was less enquiry from Kazakhatan (CIS) and Russia while Iran, Yemen and other Middle Eastern Countries maintained interest. Afghanistan was more active at the opening but thereafter showed less activity. Somalia was very active.
